PAYMENT AND 
FUNDRAISERS

addition, all sign-ups for events will have an initial, non-refundable deposit to save
the seat. Cut-off dates will serve as the last possible dates to cancel without penalty.
The penalty for late cancellation will mean that the person who signed up will still be
responsible for paying the full balance.
